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Ancestors in what is now the London Borough of Ealing 

Before 1965 this area was divided into three Municipal Boroughs: Ealing, Acton and Southall, which 

in turn were called Urban Districts from 1894-1955. Of these, only the northern part of Ealing is 

covered by us: since Tudor times, this area was covered by the Ancient Parishes of Greenford, 

Northolt and Perivale.
