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Ancestors in what is now the London Borough of Harrow 

Before 1965 this area was divided into two Urban Districts: Harrow-on-the-Hill and Wealdstone with 

most of Hendon Rural District. However, since Tudor times, this area was covered by the Ancient 

Parishes of Harrow-on-the-Hill, Great Stanmore and Little Stanmore, with Pinner being created from 

Harrow-on-the-Hill in 1766.
