Before 1965 this area was divided into two Metropolitan Boroughs: Finsbury and Islington. Islington 

has always been called Islington but from 1900-1965, Finsbury was made up of Clerkenwell, St 

Luke, St Sepulchre with the Charterhouse and the Liberty of Glasshouse Yard. However, since 

Tudor times, this area was covered by the Ancient Parishes of Clerkenwell, Islington, St Luke Old
