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Ancestors in what is now the London Borough of Westminster 

 

Before 1965 this area was the Metropolitan Boroughs of Marylebone, Paddington and Westminster. 

This last was formed in 1900 from eleven civil parishes and extra-parochial places which, in turn, 

were based on the Ancient Parishes which had been used since Tudor times: Paddington, St Anne  

Soho, St Clement Danes, St George Hanover Square, St James Piccadilly, St Martin in the Fields, 

St Mary-le-Strand, St Paul Covent Garden, St Margaret & St John, St Marylebone, Close of the 

Collegiate Church of St Peter, Liberty of the Rolls and the Precinct of the Savoy.

of St Margaret’s is located further west and includes Knightsbridge and parts
